As an academic researcher and teacher at 
Musashi Institute of Technology, and in his publications, recently in his book “Consumer 
Life” (Tokyo 2005; edited by the Ministry of Science and Education), Prof. Nakahara 
promoted his holistic concept successfully in theory and practice. The TOPACE Jury has 
evaluated and acknowledged his innovative and continuous contribution to the modernisation 
of consumer education in Japan and unanimously decided to award Prof. Hideki Nakahara for 
his outstanding merits.
